3. Submit a detailed budget for your anticipated expenses. Describe your financial need for the CULS CE funds and include where else you have asked for or received funds. Eligible requests include: registration for state, national, or international conferences and programs; tuition for class registration, lodging, food, transportation, substitute help, and child care. Car mileage should be calculated at the current IRS defined rate per mile. 

4. Following the completion of the supported activity, grant reports are required of all recipients.  A written report is required and should be sent to the Committee Chair for posting on Kanlib-l.  Recipients are also encouraged to develop a presentation for an appropriate conference (Annual Conference, CULS, etc.)  The consequence for noncompliance to these guidelines is: the Applicant becomes ineligible for funding the next year, but is eligible to apply for funds the following year.

Guidelines

1.Applicant must be a current member of CULS to request funds. A CULS member may receive a total of $500 from the KLA CE Grant AND the CULS CE Grant each year (July-June). (For example, $250 from each grant for a total of $500 in one year or $500 from one grant in one year.)

2. The completed application must be submitted and approved prior to the program. Eligible requests include: registration for state, national, or international conferences and programs; tuition for classes, registration, lodging, food, transportation, substitute help, and child care. Car mileage should be calculated at the current IRS defined rate per mile.

3. CULS CE funds will be divided in half. One-half will be allocated during the months of July-December and one-half during the months of January – June. If there is an amount remaining in the July-December allocation period, this will be carried over to the January-June period. Grants will be made on a first-come-first-served basis as long as all guidelines are met and approved by the CULS Continuing Education Grant Committee.
