Summer Workshop Report

Jason presented a brief report on K-LIRT’s Summer Workshop “Creating Tutorials with Camtasia Studio,” which was held at Kansas State University on July 22nd, 2005.  The workshop had thirty-three attendees, three presenters, and nine floaters who provided technology assistance. Evaluation forms were distributed to all attendees and returned by all but two.  Responses to the three items on the evaluation instrument indicate that the workshop was successful.  Those items and the average scores on each were:




Question 25. How much did you learn during the workshop that will be useful to you? (1 = nothing, 3 = 

some, 5 = a great deal). 31 responses, Avg = 4.65
Question 26. How well planned was the workshop? (1 = poorly planned, 3 = planning was ok, 5 = well 

planned). 31 responses, Avg = 4.55
Question 27. Overall assessment of the workshop (1 = poor, 3 = ok, 5 = excellent)




31 responses, Avg = 4.52

Proposed changes to our bylaws

After distributing these documents, he described the proposed changes.  He then stated that he would send a copy of his proposal to all K-LIRT members via e-mail. This e-mail will ask the members to read over the proposed changes.  It will also inform them that the proposal will be put to a vote at the K-LIRT business meeting held during the 2006 TriConference.

Nominations for 2006-2007 officers

Jason reported that he will use e-mail and other methods to solicit nominations for the following positions: coordinator-elect, secretary/treasurer, and two members of the Nominations and Elections Committee.  He encouraged other K-LIRT members and officers to also solicit nominations. V.  
Brainstorming desired enhancements to our Website.  What information 
resources would be useful to develop and maintain on our Website?
Jason stated that he would like to develop K-LIRT’s Website into a resource that will help K-LIRT members (and others) design and deliver effective library instruction.  He asked those in attendance to list potential additions that they would find useful/interesting.  The following suggestions were made:



1.
Use the site to coordinate/facilitate peer-observation.

2.
Provide a set of links about information literacy related events and groups at educational institutions around the state.



3.
Host a blog for discussion of instruction related topics.  Provide an RSS feed from the blog.



4.
Develop a collection/list of resources to help librarians work with faculty/teachers.



5.
Develop a page to educate faculty/teachers about information literacy and library instruction.



6.
Develop a list of links to sites that discuss relevant educational theory/tips/practices.



7.
Develop a short list of links to exceptionally good tutorials.  

Jason thanked the group for their suggestions and stated that he would work toward implementing as many of them as possible, beginning most likely with the blog. 
VI.
Brainstorming potential topics for K-LIRT's presentation at TriCon

Jason read the following excerpt from the program proposal form for TriConference 2006:
“This year's conference will focus on building communities within our schools and campuses, cities and counties, and throughout the state, by connecting our users to the information they need in innovative and unique ways. 

As planning begins, we are seeking speaking proposals from school media specialists, librarians, and other information professionals who are working on interesting projects or who have valuable experience to share. Please review your current projects and consider submitting a proposal. The key requirement is a knowledgeable and practical approach to information issues and implementation strategies.”
He described an idea for a session that K-LIRT could sponsor and asked the group for their reactions and also for other suggestions for the K-LIRT session.  He stated that he and several of his instruction colleagues at K-State had come up with an idea to do a session about their instruction program’s K-12 outreach program.  The session would describe how the program was developed, how it works, and what benefits it provides.  



During the discussion that followed, two suggestions were made for improving the proposal:

1.
Add information about how instruction librarians can convince their library administration to go along with the idea.  

2.
Add information about what academic libraries are doing to reach out to librarians from elementary schools and high schools.  



Two other ideas for proposals were advanced:

1.
Compare educational efforts of librarians in elementary and secondary schools to educational efforts of librarians in academic libraries. Describe examples of different programs.





2.
Present a session on Internet Searching for Scholars.

Jason stated that for the K-LIRT sponsored session he would submit the proposal about K-12 outreach at K-State.  He added that he would incorporate information into the session to address the two suggestions that were given.
