K-LIRT Meeting

I. Call to Order

Coleman called the meeting to order at 12:00 pm.

II. Approval of the agenda.

Agenda approved.

Jeanjean offered to serve as secretary.

III. Approval of the minutes.

Minutes of the last meeting were unavailable.  Michelle Swain will be distributing them via email after the meeting.

IV. New Business

1. Candidates for the Spring election

Members were asked to begin thinking about possible candidates to fill the positions of Secretary/Treasurer and Co-Ordinator Elect for the 2005-2006 Board.  

The Co-Ordinator is responsible for planning the Tri-Conference and CULS programming, organizing the summer institute (held in odd numbered years, alternates with CULS’ summer institute), and running the K-LIRT business meetings.

Judy Bastin of Butler County Community College and Rita Sevart of Newman University expressed interest in running.  Nominations will be solicited via e-mail on KanLib-L and from the membership.

Kristen Becker, K-LIRT Co-Ordinator, has a current list of members, of which there are about 40, predominantly from academic libraries (85%).

2. Tri-Conference Programming Ideas

Several ideas were presented:

Adult Information Literacy:  How to help adults find information more efficiently.  Kristen suggests partnering with OKIF (Older Kansans Information Forum).  They are interested in partnering with us on this and in helping with our programming.  The aim of this session is to provide tips and strategies for modifying instruction for those unfamiliar with computers and current technology.  It was also pointed out that this is not the case for all adults and that there might be cross over potential for academic librarians working with older, technology-resistant faculty.

Faculty Education:  Some faculty members aren’t keeping up with technology.  How do librarians educate them without insulting them?

Making instruction sessions more memorable:  Students often forget how to retrieve information as soon as they leave the class.  How do we make our instruction sessions more memorable so students retain the information?  This is especially important when attendance at these sessions is mandatory.  Ideally the session would cover tips, mnemonic devices, stories, practical participation tips and time efficient ways to encourage student involvement and retention of information.  

The group preferred the second and third options, but felt that the first option would have greater appeal for Tri-Conference, especially if it worked in the older faculty as well.  The second and third options were deemed excellent suggestions for CULS programming in 2005.

3. Summer Workshop Brainstorming Session

Several ideas were put forward for the summer workshop session.  This session is generally highly practical with hands on examples and audience participation.  

Information Literacy is a current hot topic.  The new Dean of KSU Libraries, Lori Goetsch, was heavily involved with the creation of the ACRL guidelines and knows many of the movers and shakers.  Perhaps K-LIRT would be interested in partnering with CULS to bring in one of them to speak about this topic.  This may work better as a pre-conference at CULS next year.  If this was held as a summer session, practical information and ideas about designing courses, creating lesson plans, and evaluating skills should be exchanged.

Germer suggested modifying TiLT since that has a more local freshman orientation.  It is possible to modify this program, but requires technical skills.  Perhaps a workshop on creating interactive on-line tutorials would be beneficial so that instruction could be tailored to individual institutions. 

It was also suggested that K-LIRT could do a joint program with RIAT (Round Table on Information Access and Technology).
