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I.  Session Description

In this panel presentation, four non-librarian teaching faculty who have worked closely with academic librarians will provide insight into what librarians can do to forge productive relationships with teaching faculty. The panel will address the following specific issues: (1) The nature of the assistance teaching faculty want from subject specialists and instruction librarians; (2) Suggestions for responding to teaching faculty who are resistant to adding or altering library research components to their courses; (3) Do’s and don’ts for establishing good rapport with teaching faculty; and (4) How to “sell” information literacy to teaching faculty.
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
